Education is more than a human right; it is an irrevocable asset. It is also one of the most
effective tools to break the cycle of poverty, a belief held by our founder His Highness Sheikh
Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice President and Prime Minister of the UAE and
Ruler of Dubai. It was from this belief and the desire to give children - regardless of their
gender, nationality, race or religion - the opportunity to become positive contributors to
society, that His Highness established Dubai Cares on September 19, 2007.

Since its inception, Dubai Cares, part of Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum Global
Initiatives, has been working towards providing children and young people in developing
countries with access to quality education through the design and funding of programs that
aim to be integrated, impactful, sustainable and scalable. As a result, the UAE-based global
philanthropic organization has successfully launched education programs reaching over 20
million beneficiaries in 60 developing countries.

Dubai Cares is playing a key role in helping achieve the United Nations Sustainable
Development Goal (SDG) 4, which aims to ensure inclusive and quality education for all and
promote lifelong learning by 2030, by supporting programs in early childhood development,
access to quality primary and secondary education, technical and vocational education and
training for youth as well as a particular focus on education in emergencies and protracted
crises.

Dubai Cares also funds research-oriented programs and establishes pilot initiatives that
provide meaningful and valuable evidence for governments, policymakers, and civil society,
to support them in defining an educational framework for the future.

Central to Dubai Cares’ model of intervention is capacity development at national level
through the support of local education stakeholders. Also central to Dubai Cares’ approach
is a focus on monitoring, evaluation and learning. This ongoing process enables the
organization to gather evidence collected during regular field visits, as well as through
reports by research institutions that Dubai Cares appoints to conduct a final evaluation of
its programs. Dubai Cares uses this knowledge to design and fund innovative programs
that test alternative models and hypothesis to increase the impact of its interventions.
Monitoring, evaluation and learning also helps Dubai Cares understand what works and
what does not. It ensures the organization’s ability to adapt to changes, mobilize more
resources, and better utilize funds.

Gender equality is a cross-cutting theme in all Dubai Cares’ education programs with an
approach that aims to secure equal access for boys and girls to safe learning environments

with adequate facilities, materials and academic support from gender sensitized teachers and
communities.

Since 2007, Dubai Cares has successfully launched education programs reaching over 20 million
beneficiaries in 60 developing countries in partnership with UN aid agencies and international and
local NGOs such as the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), United Nations Relief and Works
Agency for Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA), Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation,
Plan International, World Food Programme, Pratham, Idara-e-Taleem-o-Aagahi, Associates

in Research and Education for Development (ARED), Save the Children, International Rescue
Committee and CARE International among others.

Through programs that are based on, or contribute to the evidence base, Dubai Cares drills down
to the essence of the issue, taking the lead in dealing with lesser-known obstacles to education
such as lack of gender-sensitive sanitation facilities or adequate student nutrition or health. As
aresult, the organization has managed to increase the level of enrollment in schools, reduced
dropout rates, improved learning outcomes, created healthy school environments, assured gender
equality across all programs and contributed to the global body of evidence-based best practices.

With the support of the UAE community, Dubai Cares is making a difference in the lives of children
and their communities by:

To date, Dubai Cares has supported education programs in Afghanistan, Angola, Antigua and
Barbuda, Bangladesh, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Cambodia, Chad, Comoros, Colombia, Djibouti,
Ecuador, Egypt, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guatemala, Ghana, Haiti, Honduras, India, Indonesia, Irag,
Ivory Coast, Jordan, Kenya, Kiribati, Laos, Lebanon, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali,
Mauritania, Mexico, Mozambique, Nepal, Nicaragua, Niger, Pakistan, Palestine, Paraguay, Peru,
Philippines, Rwanda, Senegal, Sierra Leone, South Africa, South Sudan, Sri Lanka, St. Vincent &
the Grenadines, Sudan, Tajikistan, Tanzania, Togo, Uganda, Vanuatu, Vietnam, Yemen, Zambia and
Zimbabwe.






Globally, Dubai Cares plays an important role in advancing the education development
agenda. It seeks to be a technical convener on education issues, especially in developing
and contributing to the Post-2015 Development Agenda, and as a champion of innovative
programs and policies. For instance, Dubai Cares has been supporting the Learning Metrics
Task Force (LMTF), a platform convened by the UNESCO Institute for Statistics and the
Center for Universal Education at the Brookings Institution, contributing to the development
of learning metrics for delivering quality education and establishing a defined mechanism
to influence the post-2015 education framework. In February 2012, Dubai Cares hosted
the second LMTF meeting in Dubai to identify common learning goals in order to improve
learning opportunities for children and youth across the world. Currently, Dubai Cares is
supporting two LMTF champion countries with the adoption of recommendations, enabling
them to measure a more holistic set of learning outcomes.

Dubai Cares was also selected by former UN Secretary General, Ban Ki-Moon, to join

as a partner in his 5-year Global Education First Initiative (GEFI) which was launched in
September 2012 during the week of the 67th United Nations General Assembly (UNGA) in
New York to ensure quality, relevant and transformative education for all children across
the world.

As part of the London Declaration on Neglected Tropical Diseases (NTDs) in Paris during
April 2014, Dubai Cares joined a global alliance led by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation,
with 13 leading pharmaceutical companies, global health organizations, private foundations
and donors, and governments pledging support to reduce the global burden of NTDs.

One of Dubai Cares'’ strategic approaches to improving student enroliment and learning
outcomes is through an integrated school health and nutrition model that is made up of
school-based deworming activities, school feeding and WASH (Water Sanitation and
Hygiene) in schools.

Despite the growing number of children caught in conflict and natural disasters, statistics
show only 2% of overall humanitarian aid is spent on education. This makes the needs of
children living in fragile states an urgent priority for Dubai Cares.

In July 2015, during the Oslo Summit on Education for Development, Dubai Cares
highlighted the need for a greater focus to be placed on the various fragile and conflict-
affected states and situations. The UAE global philanthropic organization then announced
in September 2015 on the sidelines of the 70th UNGA week in New York that it would
champion Education in Emergencies in order to address the critical need to provide quality
education to children affected by crisis.

This was followed by an announcement in May 2016 at the World Humanitarian Summit in Istanbul,
where Dubai Cares committed to increase the share of its Education in Emergencies programs

to 33 per cent of its financial portfolio over the next two years, out of which 10 per cent of all
funding for Education in Emergencies will be invested in research and evaluations. Also at the
Summit, Dubai Cares was selected as a member of the newly formed High-Level Steering Group
for the Education Cannot Wait fund. As part of the Group, Dubai Cares will contribute to leverage
additional finance and catalyze new approaches to funding and innovation to deliver education

in emergencies and protracted crises. In addition, Dubai Cares represents all private foundations
at the High Level Steering Group for the fund. Education Cannot Wait is the first global fund to
prioritize education in humanitarian action.

In September 2016, during the 71st UNGA, Dubai Cares announced a new Research Envelope
known as Evidence for Education in Emergencies (E-Cubed), which aims to generate more and
better evidence to inform decision and policy-makers on what works and what models of delivery of
education in emergencies offer the greatest potential for impact.

In March 2017, Dubai Cares was selected as a member on the Steering Committee of the Inter-
Agency Network for Education in Emergencies (INEE). As a Steering Committee member, Dubai
Cares is able to influence the strategic direction of one of the most important conveners of
knowledge and resources in the education in the emergencies sector. With more than 13,000
members, INEE is bringing together stakeholders across various domains to foster dialogue,
influence positive change in education in emergencies policy and practice, advance research to
build the evidence, and support the establishment of partnerships to address common challenges
in the sector and work towards shared solutions.

Dubai Cares is a long-term advocate of safeguarding children and young people’s right to
education. The organization believes that education is instrumental in transforming the lives of
vulnerable children and young people in developing communities around the world. By learning
from the experimental elements of its programs, Dubai Cares has been able contribute to
knowledge generation within the education sector, and engage in evidence-based advocacy.

The organization has been a vocal global advocate of quality early childhood education, school
feeding, Water Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH) in Schools, girls education, school-based
Deworming as well as education in emergencies.

The UAE-based global philanthropic organization is a long-term advocate of child rights, as it
believes that education is instrumental in transforming the lives of vulnerable children and young
people in developing communities around the world.

In the UAE, Dubai Cares engages residents through a series of volunteer, awareness and
fundraising initiatives that are linked to its global mandate. These initiatives include the annual Walk
for Education, Volunteer Emirates, Volunteer Globally and the Ramadan Campaign.






Education is the foundation for development and empowerment for children and young people around the world. It has the tremendous ability to improve people’s lives, reduce
poverty, sustain economic growth, and help build a more peaceful world. Driven by this belief, we strive to extend the power of education and shine its light on millions of
underprivileged and vulnerable children and young people, regardless of their gender, religion, race and nationality.

In September 2007, a leader, visionary and humanitarian embarked on a mission that was solely driven by the desire to provide children the opportunity to learn and build a
promising future for themselves and their communities through education.

For the past 13 years, Dubai Cares, part of the Mohammed Bin Rashid Al Maktoum Global Initiatives, has been delivering programs that are based on, or contribute to the
evidence base. We have been drilling down to the essence of the issue, taking the lead in dealing with lesser-known obstacles to education such as lack of gender sensitive
sanitation facilities or adequate student nutrition or health. As a result, we have managed to increase the level of enroliment in schools, reduce dropout rates, improve the quality
of education, assure gender equality across all programs and contribute to the global body of evidence-based best practices.

All Dubai Cares’ education programs to date have focused on monitoring, evaluation and learning as well as provided equal opportunities for girls and boys to access safe
learning environments with adequate facilities, materials and academic support from gender sensitized teachers and communities.

Cambodia is one of the poorest nations in Asia, ranked 146 out of 189 countries in the
2019 UN Human Development Report. Cambodia has a historic underinvestment in
education, and investment rates continue to be among the lowest in the world (1.9% of
GDP in 2014). This remains an underlying challenge for Cambodia’s poverty alleviation
efforts, with average GNI per capita of only USD 1,390/year in 2018.

The program aims to ensure that all children show measurable improvements in literacy
and numeracy, communities develop an understanding of the benefits of education and
girls remain in education and are less likely to marry and have children at an early stage
of their lives. Moreover, the program seeks to ensure that government teachers work in
all of the schools and teach the national curriculum alongside the curriculum developed
by United World Schools and that there is a plan for each school to transition into the
national education system within 10 years of completion. In addition, the program also
aims to increase employment opportunities.

The program encompasses the infrastructure of 4 schools with 2 classrooms each that will
accommodate over 1,000 primary school aged children. In addition, 2 community teachers
will be hired for each school alongside at least 2 government teachers depending of the
size of the community.

The program'’s key activities include the construction of 9 schools with a capacity of 100
MA AW I students each and the running of Adult Literacy Programs for communities of which the

school is built.

Malawi is consistently ranked among the world’s 20 least developed countries on the UN
Human Development Index. Over 50% of the population lives below the poverty line (World
Bank), and nearly 75% of secondary school-aged children are not in school. In Malawi,
about 11% of children who are in primary school ages are out of school, with the poorest

of them likely to fall within this category. Based on educational attainment of youth 15-24
years old, roughly 5% received no education at all, 57% failed to complete primary school,
11% studied until the end of primary school, 19% attended secondary school but failed

to complete their secondary education, 7% completed secondary education and only 1%
studied beyond secondary level education.

NEPAL

Access to quality education and illiteracy remain critical barriers for people living in rural
communities in Nepal. Education management, quality, relevance, and access are some
of the issues faced by people in the country. Additionally, societal disparities based on
gender, ethnicity, and economic class have made the goal of ‘education for all’ a challenge
for the country.

The Tharu people continue to experience discrimination as a result of generations of
oppression. llliteracy in rural areas of Nepal is nearly 70%, and the Tharu population faces
challenges gaining access to education and fair land agreements. 44% of the population in
the Far Western Region of Nepal lives below the poverty line, and there are roughly more
than 80,000 children out of school, with more than half of that population being girls.

SENEGAL

Senegal ranked 164" out of 189 countries on the most recent UN Human Development
Index Report. Senegal has a low literacy rate of about 39% and low enrolment rates in
primary and secondary schools. About 54% of people in Senegal live below the poverty
line and many children face a difficulty in attending schools because of lack of opportunity
or the distance to the closest school is too far. The rural areas in Senegal are one of the
most economically challenged and underserved regions in the country and needs major
educational investment. Out of school rates for children from rural areas (49%) are higher
than those for children from urban areas (21%). In terms of absolute numbers, there are
more children out of school in rural areas (780,241) than in urban areas (212,027).

Sierra Leone has a young and fast-growing population of 7 million people, 40% of whom
are younger than the age of 15. Urban migration has caused a further drain on attention
from the low-serviced and under-supported rural areas. An estimated 53% of the
population lives in extreme poverty. Literacy rates are extremely low; of those aged 10
years and above, almost S0% are not able to read and write, a figure which includes a
considerable gender gap (52% male, 35% female). High levels of inequality are evident in
the country, including between urban and rural populations, as well as between genders.

The Teacher Training for Girls’ Education in Sierra Leone (TTIGE) builds on insights
regarding the urgent need to increase the number of female teachers in rural areas,
gained during Plan International’s “Girls' Access to Education” (GATE) program, funded by
UK'’s Department for International Development (DFID).

This pre-service and continuous mentoring model increases the depth and quality of
teachers’ training while also increasing the positive impact on the community. This allows
young women, teachers and communities to not only adapt to the lingering effects of
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UGANDA

Uganda currently hosts approximately 1.4 million refugees, making it the country with the
largest refugee population in Africa. It also ranks amongst the top five refugee hosting
countries in the world. Uganda maintains an open border policy, providing sanctuary to
people escaping conflicts and major political crises in neighboring countries.

The Government of Uganda (GoU) through the Ministry of Education and Sports

(MoES) has made great progress in expanding access to education at all levels.

However, the country’s education system is significantly strained in accommodating

the influx of refugees fleeing conflict in neighboring countries. Barriers to education are
further exacerbated for girls as is evidenced by the fact that in both refugee and host
communities, girls tend to drop out-of-school earlier than boys. Reasons include teenage
pregnancy, early marriage, distance to schools and fear of Sexual and Gender-based
Violence (SGBV) on route to school, and social norms of prioritizing the education of boys
over that of girls.

The goal of the program is to improve NCF-enabling policy, advocacy and practice
environment at national, regional and global levels. More specifically, the intervention is
part of a global advocacy effort towards adoption and adaptation of the Nurturing Care
Framework in crisis contexts globally, based on an experiment and results generated from
the implementation of Save the children’s Boost for the Youngest package in Uganda,
with support of Dubai Cares.

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BANGLADESH

Bangladesh has made impressive gains in key human development indicators in recent
years. According to the 2018 UNDP Human Development Index Statistical Update,
Bangladesh ranks 136" among 189 countries with an HDI score of 0.608, placing it among
countries considered to have achieved medium human development with 22 million
people still living below the poverty line.

Bangladesh has not been able to provide urban services in line with the high pace of
urbanization experienced in the recent years, resulting in inequality in standards of living
between high and low income groups, with a large portion of the population living in slums
and less than a quarter using improved sanitary latrines according to a census. A recent
survey of WASH facilities in schools revealed, though 84% of schools have toilets, 24% are
improved, functional and clean. One third of all schools have water and soap available
inside or near the improved toilet accessed by students. More than three quarters of
schools had an improved functional water source, though only 41% appeared clean.

The literacy rate among 15-24 year olds is 78.5% and 29.2% among the adult population
nationally. Further exasperating these issues is the inflow of over 742,000 Muslim
Rohingya from Myanmar across the border to Bangladesh.

On October 24, 2014, a Bangladeshi housemaid named Safya perished after saving
the life of four young children she cared for in Abu Dhabi. Dubai Cares was directed by
the Prime Minister’s Office of the Ministry of Cabinet Affairs in November 2014 to honor
Safya’s memory through an education initiative. Dubai Cares, in partnership with BRAC,
the largest NGO in Bangladesh, directed the construction of a lower secondary school
in the Bhatapara region of Bangladesh, Safya’s hometown.

Cambodia has historic underinvestment in
education, with one of the lowest investment rates in the world (1.9% in 2014). Poverty is
widespread in the country, with average GNI per capita of only USD 1020/year in 2014.
Over 41% of the population lives on less than USD 2 per day.

Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua are tightly linked in their development goals and
challenges and are ranked closely together by the United Nations Development Program’s
Human Development Index (HDI) with HDIs of 125, 130 and 124 respectively - far below
the average for Latin America.

Their classifications as “medium development” countries by UNDP mask the effect of high
levels of internal inequality in all three countries, which creates significant disparities for
rural and poor urban children and households.

All three countries also fall significantly behind the Latin American average in their Gender
Development Index (GDI) and Gender Inequality Index (Gll), capturing the differentiated
reality experienced by girls and women as they pursue their personal development and
support their children.

Despite efforts to ensure quality universal primary education and lifelong learning, by
2015, 17,000 out of 117,000 primary-school aged children in the country, had never had
access to school, while around 5,000 had dropped out at some stage before completing
the primary cycle.

Data shows that only very few children enter school at the right age and even fewer
complete their basic cycle of study. Obstacles to retention are the lack of teaching and
learning materials in the classroom to support the curriculum as well as teachers’ lack of
necessary competencies to deliver the curriculum effectively.

COLOMBIA

The Departments of Norte de Santander and Arauca in Colombia have been historically
affected by the armed conflicts, which are deep-rooted in their geo-strategic position on
the Venezuelan border. Inequality, unemployment, difficulty to access quality education,
and poor healthcare facilities are wide-spread concerns. Children and young people
attending school are exposed to several risks, including the presence of explosive devices
around schools, recruitment of children and young people into armed groups, targeted
killing, enforced disappearances, displacements, crossfire, homicides and kidnapping.

Within education, four major challenges have been identified in Arauca and Norte de
Santander: a) the increasing number of out-of-school children and young people; b) low
transition rate of between primary and secondary education; c) highly dispersed rural
areas and d) poor quality of education.

Dubai Cares, in partnership with the Norwegian Refugee Council (NRC), implemented

The program engaged out-of-school children and young people through non-formal
education that encompasses a bridging program and Flexible Education Models, which
provided technical support to the Secretariat of Education. In addition, the program
provided educational services for out-of-school children and young people, as well

as strengthened and improved results in education quality, access to education and
education management in Northern Colombia.
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ETHIOPIA

Ethiopia has made commendable progress towards opening the opportunity to learn, to
all children. In 2000, nearly 80% of primary-school-age children in Ethiopia were out of
school. Through focused investment and drive, the Ethiopian government has reduced
that number to just 13% today. Ethiopia ranks second-highest in Sub-Saharan Africa

for its education investment. Since 2000, the country has also dramatically improved its
gender parity index in primary school enroliment from 0.65 to 0.97 according to UNESCO
Institute for Statistics (UIS). Nevertheless, there are critical gaps in the education system
that must be filled to achieve universal primary completion.

Ethiopia remains among the countries with the highest number of out-of-school
children, with an estimated 2.2 million children not enrolled in primary school, 60%
of whom are girls (UIS 2016). Furthermore, only 38% of students who enroll actually
complete primary school.

According to The National Institute of Statistics and Census (2015), 11.3% of youth are
unemployed and 53.2% are inadequately employed, as the education system does not
prepare them with the skills they need for success after school.

A Story from Ecuador
Testimony of a student who was hired by the llla Hotel
after his internship

Marco Astudillo is 18 years old and is studying in the third year of high school at Las Cuadras
School. He lives in the Santa Barbara neighborhood south of Quito, with his mother and five
siblings. He has always been a responsible and dedicated student, for which his teachers
hold him in high esteem and admiration. Marco decided to study tourism specialization at
the school because his dream is to know his country and promote its natural, gastronomic
and natural riches.

As part of the requirements to graduate from the school, tourism students must be linked
with a partner in the tourism sector to do their internships, and thanks to the linkage
management that the Skilling for Sustainable Tourism project did with the Hotel llla, one of
the most representative hotels of the colonial historic center of Quito, Marco and some of
his classmates were able to do their internships at this hotel. When asked to describe his
experience during the internship, he replied: “What | liked most about my internship was
that | learned many new things, such as the language of some guests and their cultures,
also something that surprised me very much was realizing that foreigners greatly value our
culture, our history and customs such as traditional games, our gastronomy and our tourist
places”.

The area in which Marco did his internship was that of housekeeper and he manifests that it
was a very enriching experience since he was in charge of the order and cleanliness of each
room. He considers it to be one of the most important areas because it was up to him to
make the guest feel comfortable in a clean and orderly place and, above all, to make a good
impression of the Hotel and the country. He emphasizes the fact that this experience not
only gave him many skills but also helped him in the personal sphere, because he learned to
be orderly and to socialize more with people.

When asked how he got a job at the hotel after his internship, he replied: “I think it was
thanks to the great performance | showed while doing the internship, but also because of
that desire to learn more, since | really liked the world | got to know through the llla Hotel”.
Marco currently works on Fridays from 14:00 to 18:00 and on weekends from 08:00 to
15:00. His job is to maintain the order and cleanliness of the rooms and public areas

and sometimes also receives guests and their luggage. With great joy he mentions that
everything he learned during his internship, is now being put into practice and although it
takes an hour to get to the hotel, he is proud to have a source of income doing something he
likes and brings him closer to his dream.

GAMBIA

The Gambia has a population of nearly 2 million - 58% urban and 42% rural - with one of
the world’s fastest population growth rates hovering around 3.3%. 42% of the population
is under the age of 15 and 64% is below 25. The high population growth inevitably leads to
an increased stress on social sector resources, especially for those under the age of 18.

Early Childhood Development services in The Gambia are characterized by nutrition
insecurity, as 22.9% of children under the age of five are stunted, and 10.6% wasting;:

low access to high quality early learning services, as only 44.7% of eligible children ever
accessed preschools, most of which are of low quality. Neonatal death is exceptionally high
and accounts for 45% of under-five mortality rates.

A Story from Gambia

Striving to be a better father every day: meet
Ebrima Dampha, a father of seven

Ebrima lives in Ballingho, a small village located in the North Bank Region of The Gambia.
He lives with his wife, Musukebba, and seven children in a small house. Ebrima and
Musukebba have been married for more than a decade but he never considered childcare
to be a shared responsibility with his wife.

"Before the introduction of the Positive Parenting program in Ballingho, the responsibility of
childcare was the business of my wife only,” he recalled. “In fact, | rarely had time to talk to
my children, my role as a father was more of a provider of the family’s basic needs mainly
through farming.”

Ebrima is one of 20 young fathers in Ballingho village that signed up to the Positive
Parenting program which is an initiative under the UNICEF Early Childhood Development
project, supported by Dubai Cares. The program engages fathers to be more active in
parenting and family affairs.

“l am now a primary caregiver of my children,” Ebrima said with a smile. “It has now become
a responsibility for me to make sure the children are clean and fed before leaving for
school.”

Out of the many practices Ebrima has been learning from the program, proper nutrition
and hygiene practices stand out for him. His family is now more conscious of their
environment and the food they eat. Like many women in the rural areas, Musukebba,
Ebrima'’s wife, is mostly burdened by domestic chores. She goes to the farm and takes care
of the children. But with the introduction of the Positive Parenting program, her husband,
Ebrima, is now very involved in childcare and household tasks. And he is proud of it.

“| take the children to the hospital in Farafenni when they fall sick. This is even more
necessary when one takes into consideration the long distance between our village and the
health facility. And in appreciation of my efforts, the nurses would exempt me from joining
the long queue of people seeking medical attention”.

Aside the support he provides to his wife in taking care of their children, Ebrima has also
noticed a stronger bond between him and his children recently, something he attributes
to the increased communication and time he spends with them since he enrolled to the
Positive Parenting program.

“I make toys for my children”, he said with pride. “The last one | did for my eldest son was a
small ball made from unused clothes. These are things in our own environment that require
no money to acquire.”

In the small village of Ballingho, the impact of the Positive Parenting is being felt beyond
the households.

“In the past, our wives here had not been keen on visiting the health facility in the early
stages of their pregnancy; this has now changed”, explained Ebrima as he gestures around
the community. “Even the men here realize that they should be accompanying their wives
for medical check-ups.”




GHANA

In Ghana, government expenditure on education reached 6% of the country’s GDP and 21%
of total government expenditure (UIS, UNESCO, 2014). Furthermore, access to education
has greatly improved over the past years, resulting in gross enrolment ratios of 118% in
pre-primary and 108% in primary (UIS, UNESCO, 2016). These high enrolment figures
emphasize that the quality of teaching needs to be prioritized in order to ensure that
students are learning. The government of Ghana, with support from DFID, has already
taken action towards increasing the number of teachers who are trained pre-service,

and consequently, the number of trained teachers has been steadily increasing across all
education levels (Ghana ESPR, 2016). However, there remains a significant need to support
student teachers once they enter their own classrooms as newly qualified teachers.

Ghanaian kindergarten teacher Abigail is now
experienced and confident and is seeing real change in
her classroom thanks to Dubai Cares

With support from Dubai Cares, 72 kindergarten teachers and 15 head teachers have
received two years of training to enable them to enact the new Ghana Education Service
teaching methodology which centers around learning through activity and play. The
training incorporated a mixture of intensive training workshops with in class coaching
and mentoring, best practice forums and peer learning, making it a very hands on and
supportive course.

Abigail Owusua is one of the teachers who has benefitted from Dubai Cares support.
Abigail teaches at Naval Base Basic School in the Western Region of Ghana and has been
on the Fast-track Transformational Teacher Training project for two years. Her classroom
has now reached Model Practice Classroom standard, modelling best practice in early
years education in Ghana and improving learning outcomes for hundreds of four and five
year old children. Model Practice Classrooms will also host student teachers during their
practical placement year, where Abigail will use her training in coaching and mentoring to
support the students.

Abigail has big plans for her training "My aim is to reach every Ghanaian child with the
training that has been given to me”.

Kindergarten classrooms in Ghana are woefully underfunded and teaching and learning
materials are in very short supply with only one workbook between three pupils. With
support from Dubai Cares, a suite of innovative training manuals were published and
issued to every teacher on the project. The manuals include a toolkit which shows teachers
how to make their own teaching and learning materials from everyday recycled items
such as bottle tops and old cardboard. Abigail has been using this toolkit to support her
teaching, she said: “I have a lot of experience and | now have in-depth knowledge in how
to prepare Teaching and Learning Materials myself to meet various aspects of teaching
and learning.”

The training provided with support from Dubai Cares has enabled teachers to use positive
behavior management techniques, rather than managing the classroom through fear and
the cane, something Abigail is now very confident to implement herself. “I am confident
enough to handle the children using rules, rewards and consequences”

The most important change Abigail has experienced through this training has been the
change she has seen in the children she teaches, “My children are now very confident
when they are interacting with you because of the questioning method we employ during
class activities.”




INDIA

In alignment with the Right to Education Act (RTE), India fully recognizes the importance of
education. The country has taken on tremendous efforts to promote free and compulsory
education for all children aged 6-14 years.

Evidence shows that school attendance is improving and more children than ever are
attending school as the country has also achieved the target for universal primary
education set under the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). However, with the rise of
enrollment rates, the education system in India is tainted with high dropout rates and low
learning levels. There are growing concerns related to student learning outcomes, teacher
training, quality of curriculum, assessments and efficacy of school management.

Moreover, the importance of early childhood education has been acknowledged in the
Indian context through constitutional provisions, legislations and policy. However, the
current implementation status of early childhood education programs leaves a lot to be
desired.

Dubai Cares supported a ground-breaking national school-based deworming program
by the Government of India to treat all children at risk for parasitic worms. Dubai Cares’
contribution complemented the commitment of the Government of India towards the
program that aims to deworm 140 million children in its first phase.

Dubai Cares has partnered with Evidence Action’'s Deworm the World Initiative - an
initiative that tackles worm infections, anemia and malnourishment amongst children - to
support transformational change in health and nutrition amongst children in India.

As part of its contribution, Dubai Cares supported Evidence Action over the course of four
years to partner with national and state governments in developing national deworming
guidelines and communications campaigns, determine prevalence survey guidelines to
assess the impact of deworming and provide technical assistance for state scale-up.

As Indonesia’s school system is at a time of reform, Indonesia has seen great
improvements in access to education, evidenced by the fact that the average years of
school completed by an adult have more than doubled since 1980. While it has seen gains
in enrolment, the movement toward ensuring quality education in all schools is in progress.
Indonesia ranked 38 and 40 in math and science respectively out of 45 countries on the
2011 TIMMS exam.

On September 28, 2018, Sulawesi, Indonesia was struck by a devastating 7.5-magnitutde
earthquake and a subsequent tsunami with waves of up to 20-feet high. Over 2,000
people have been confirmed dead, 5,000 missing, and tens of thousands of homes
destroyed. Furthermore, almost 600,000 children have been affected by this crisis and
over 2,700 schools are believed to have been damaged.

Through the creation of a Leadership Academy in Indonesia, Dubai Cares and Global
School Leaders piloted a two-year on the job training program for school leaders serving
in underperforming schools. The program developed solutions that can be implemented at
scale in Indonesia while improving outcomes for underperforming schools in marginalized
communities.
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In its first year, the program consisted of 10 day-long workshops conducted monthly and
once a month in-school visits by a Leadership Academy program manager, who functions
as a support and a coach to the principal and school leadership team. In the 2™ year, the
program consisted of 1-day workshops conducted over five months and every other month
in-school visits by the Leadership Academy program manager. The selection of the schools
focused on schools that cater to children in marginalized communities.

Dubai Cares and Save the Children bring hope to
children affected by the earthquake in Central
Sulawesi, Indonesia

Nia Ramadhani is a 14 years old student in the seventh grade who is living with her
parents in Palu. She has a brother and two sisters. Every morning, she goes to school on
foot for 20 minutes.

When the 7.4M earthquake hit the city, Nia was heading to the mosque with her parents
and three siblings for sunset pray. They got panicked and ran to safer place. Fortunately,
they were all safe.

The next morning, Nia found her school was already badly damage by earthquake. She
and her friends were forced to study under an emergency school tent for several months
and later in a temporary school for six months. The teaching and learning activities there
were uncomfortable. Sometimes, there were strong winds carrying dust or heavy rain
seeping into the tent. Nia, who felt disturbed and unfocused when studying, didn't manage
to get high rank in class. Now she only hopes the situation get better every day.

Nia's school had been marked formally by the City's Education and Culture Department
as damaged school that need repair. Save the Children joined in this repair program.
Supported by Dubai Cares, Save the Children retrofitted Nia’s school buildings.
Retrofitting is a method of repair to strengthen the structure of an existing building. This
method requires smaller cost and shorter time that the usual method. In January 2020,
Save the Children finished this retrofitting process and handed the buildings back to the
school. Nia and her friends can now study comfortably to pursue their dreams.

Nia said: “I like my new class because it is comfortable. | like the color too. | want to have a
good career, | want to take part in every poetry reading contest and | want to be a class
champion. | thank Dubai Cares and Save the Children for the support. My friends and | can
now study calmly at school.”




Since the offensive of the so-called Islamic State began in 2014, Iraq faced a large-scale
displacement crisis with more than 3 million people affected. Children and youth are the
most severely impacted as S0% of the populations is under the age of 19. Consequently,
3.2 million school-age children currently attend school irregularly or not at all, and only
50% of displaced children in camps receiving access to quality education. The damage and
destruction caused by the battle to liberate Mosul continues to cause strain on the formal
education system as classes are overburdened and teachers need further training to deal
with the new context.

Jordan has achieved progress in recent decades, with improvements in education, health,
quality infrastructure and services including transportation, electricity, communications
and water supply security. Located at the center of one of the world’s most volatile
regions, Jordan has played a critical role in responding to the Syria crisis since 2011.

Over a million Syrians have fled to Jordan, of which 756,551 are registered refugees. Of
these, 84% live in host communities, while the remaining 16% live in camps. Most refugees
reside in Amman, followed by Irbid, Mafraqg, and Zarqga . Moreover, poverty rates in these
Governorates are high, estimated at between 15 and 25%.

The country is struggling to cope with the surge of refugees from neighboring Syria. The
rapid increase in population has put a strain on resources and left a negative impact on
employment, housing, health, education, and other basic services mounts.

The program’s overall was to ensure that boys and girls aged 5-6 from Syrian refugee and
host communities in Jordan are adequately prepared for a successful transition to Grade
1 formal education. This program was worked in alignment with the Jordanian Ministry of
Education’s renewed effort to improve quality and access to kindergarten (KG) education.

The Ministry aims to achieve this by increasing enrolment of children into KGs, supporting
the expansion of KG classrooms, implementing teachers training programs, and enrolling
out-of-school children into an accelerated learning program, which will prepare them to
enter the first grade. A supplemental aspect of this program was the implementation of
the Educational Technology model that was developed as a result of the Humanitarian
Accelerator hosted by Dubai Cares in 2017.

A Story from Jordan

Dubai Cares’ School Readiness Program is vital for
children who are making their first steps to school

Naila is a 6-year-old Syrian girl who participated in the School Readiness Program
(SRP) at Al-Ara’ek CBO in Amman. The program aims to improve the school readiness
of children before entering grade one and is offered by Plan International through the
Rawdati project, with funding from Dubai Cares. Children like Naila who did not attend
kindergarten and who are about to enter grade one are specifically targeted with their
caregivers. SRP provides 15 learning sessions aimed to build the physical, pre-literacy
and pre-numeracy, cognitive and socio-emotional skills of children to prepare them for
their first days in elementary school. Likewise, it aims to enhance the skills of parents and ]
caregivers to be better able to support the transition of their children from home to school.

Naila’s grandmother, Sara, says “Naila suffered from [toxic stress] when she was younger.
As a B-year-old child she used to isolate herself from all that is around her.”

Sara describes the project as vital to children who are making their first steps to school.

“l am the one responsible for her, she has 4 siblings and her parents can barely find time
for her education. Her father works around 18-20 hours per day and her mother has 4
children to care for. Naila is the youngest and | am the one taking care of her,” says Sara.

Enrolment in the SRP program allowed Naila to play and learn with children her age in

a safe, nurturing and playful environment. “I think this project saved her, | always feared
that | would lose her because she used to fear doing anything or interacting with anyone.
Now she is eager to go to school or to come to the KG. She made friends and is now more

interactive with her surroundings.” |

The School Readiness Program provides sessions for parents and caregivers as well as for
the children. Sara talked about the amount of knowledge she received during the sessions.
“l learned a lot, | have raised two generations now and | have realized the mistakes | have
made with my children and | will avoid those with my grandchildren. | have learned how to
make knowledge and learning appeal to my granddaughter through play and interactive
methods.”

Naila says “I have made some friends. They are nice. We used to play all the time and we
learned the numbers and the alphabet. | like KG and she (her grandmother) is fun. We play
games and stuff.” Since completing the SRP program, Naila has entered grade one.




KIRIBATI

There are currently 225 pre-schools across Kiribati with an enrollment rate of 33%
approximately. Not only it is one of the lowest enroliment rates in the region, but also has
faced a drop of enrollment from 5S1% in 2005.

According to UNESCO's institute of statistics, there are more than 9,000 children in the
pre-primary age; a figure that comprises approximately 8% of the Kiribati population.
According to the Australian Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade (DFAT), only 64% of six
year olds attend school in grade 1 and 10% of the population never attend primary school.

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LIBERIA

In recent decades, Liberia has faced natural and manmade disasters. A civil war, with a
rebellion against the government led by Charles Taylor, erupted in 1989. While there were
periods of relative peace, the civil war only concluded in 2003. Still recovering from the
impacts of the protracted war, Liberia was devastated by the 2014 Ebola outbreak, during
which the health and education system in the country suffered greatly and is currently in
dire need of assistance to recover and develop the needed systems to better respond in
the wake of the epidemic.

Liberia has one of the highest recorded rates of out-of-school children in the world. The
long lasting effects of a 14-year civil war, compounded by the subsequent Ebola crisis
has damaged the country’s social, economic, and educational infrastructure and delivery
mechanisms. Despite the government’s efforts to date, approximately 62% of Liberian
children are out-of-school. School retention is also a challenge, as less than 40% of
children complete primary education.

Mapping of STHSs (Soil-Transmitted Helminth Infections) in 2013 showed that they are
widely distributed nationwide, prevalent in all 15 counties in Liberia, with the highest
prevalence (over S0%) found in the southeastern region.

Madagascar is one of the poorest countries in Africa. The World Bank has estimated that
Madagascar has one of the world's highest rates of extreme poverty, with 92% of the
population living on less than USD 2 per day. Approximately, 34% of the total population
of about 23 million lives in urban areas; however, this percentage is forecasted to increase
during the next decade, as the rate of urbanization is of 4.7% per year - much higher than
the global average of 2%.

Madagascar is also an endemic country for three NTDs, including intestinal worms,
schistosomiasis and lymphatic filariasis. The current national NTD program is led and
managed by the Ministry of Health and Family Planning, who works closely with the
Ministry of Education (MoE) to reach school-age children. However, it is estimated that a
funding gap of at least USD 2.6 million over the next 2 years will prevent the NTD program
to be scaled up at national level and therefore will reduce the chances for control and
elimination of these diseases.

MEXICO

Despite the size and consistent growth of Mexico’s economy (ranked 12* in GDP global
rankings), the country continues to struggle with high poverty, inequality and various forms
of discrimination including persistent discrimination against women and girls. Mexico has
embarked on an ambitious process of educational reform, which has placed a substantial
focus on the expansion and requalification of pre-school services to their 3 to 5 years old
population. However, a 2010 study on the conditions of teaching and learning in Mexican
preschools found that nearly 40% did not have any resources to support mathematical
thinking, such as geometrical shapes or measuring tools and 75% lacked resources to
support observation and experimentation (INEE, 2010).

MOZAMBIQUE

On March 14, 2018, Cyclone Idai made landfall in the southern African countries of
Malawi, Mozambique and Zimbabwe. In Mozambique, the impact was devastating,

as more than 600 people have lost their lives, more than 239,000 homes have been
damaged and destroyed and over 3,000 cholera cases have been recorded. According
to initial estimates, the disaster has affected 1.8 million people and destroyed over 3,300
classrooms, leaving 263,000 children out-of-school.

The program helped in restoring schooling in areas affected by the catastrophic Cyclone
Idai and the flooding that has hit Mozambique in March 2018. Dubai Cares’ support was
directed towards Education Cannot Wait, a global fund for education in emergencies, as
an emergency first response to reestablish education for those affected by the crisis.

The program included establishing temporary learning spaces, providing roofing for
classrooms, supporting the resumption of learning activities, as well as hygiene education.
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NEPAL

Nepal has made good progress in enhancing access, equity and efficiency in school
education. The net enrollment rate has reached 96.1% at primary level. Likewise, gender
parity in enroliments has been achieved at all levels of schooling. The overall literacy rate
for the population aged S years and above has also increased from 54.1% in 2001 to

65.9% in 2011. Whilst school education has made significant progress in enhancing access,

the system suffers from low quality and relevance of education.

In the Far Western Region of Nepal, the indigenous Tharu population continues to suffer
from the effects of ethnic conflict and forced slavery. llliteracy rates among rural Tharu
populations is well above Nepal's national average of 80.3%, and more than 60% of Tharu
people live below the poverty line. Access to quality education and illiteracy remain critical
barriers for people in Western Nepal.

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NICARAGUA

Nicaragua is the second poorest country in the Americas and ranks 124 out of 188
countries in the United Nation Development Program’s Human Development Index (HDI).
More than 45% of Nicaragua’s 6.2 million people live in multi-dimensional poverty,
while just over 20% of the population exist below the national poverty line despite
working. The majority of poor Nicaraguans lives in rural areas and are employed in
agriculture, the country’s main industry. Youth unemployment has been estimated at
12%, with young people working in precarious low-wage positions in informal sectors.

According to the UNDP, about 40% of the adolescents and young adults are either
unemployed or working in informal sectors, with female youth accounting for a higher
proportion of the unemployed youth population (69%).

The program is establishsing student-led enterprises that are both educational and
profit making. It targets the Caribbean Coast Autonomous Region (RACC), the most
disadvantaged region in Nicaragua, and is helping students gain skills, knowledge, and
mindset for decent employment. In addition, the program provides schools’ teaching and
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administration staff with the necessary skills and tools for planning and managing a school
business. The program is also supporting the Nicaraguan Ministry of Education (MINED)
and a number of NGOs to help gender-balanced school teams in planning and setting up
profitable school enterprises. Moreover, the program develops an efficient Management
Information System (MIS) to support participating NGOs in their management of schools
participating in the School Enterprise Challenge.







PAKISTAN

Pakistan has the world’s second-highest number of out-of-school children with an
estimated 22.8 million children aged 5-16 not attending school, representing 44 per cent
of the total population in this age group.

A national prevalence survey conducted to assess the status of intestinal worm infection
in school-aged children across Pakistan found that approximately 17 million school-aged
children across the country are in need of regular deworming. Government spending on
healthcare currently amounts to approximately 2.6% of Pakistan’s total GDP, limiting the
reach and effectiveness of health-related interventions in the country.

For the last decade, the socioeconomic situation in Gaza has been in steady decline. The
blockade on land, air and sea entered its 12" year in June 2018 and continues to have a
devastating effect as access to markets and people’s movement to and from the Gaza
Strip remain severely restricted. Years of conflict and blockade have left 80% of the
population dependent on international assistance while the continuing intra-Palestinian
divisions serve to exacerbate the humanitarian and service delivery crisis on the ground.
The economy and its capacity to create jobs have been devastated, resulting in the
impoverishment and de-development of a highly skilled and well-educated society.

The Palestinian Ministry of Education and Higher Education has made significant
achievements over the past two decades. These have centered on access to primary and
secondary education - with a large school building program and the introduction of the
first unified national Palestinian curriculum. In preschool education, there have been small
but important steps thtat the ministry has taken to improve the access and quality.

PERU

The Republic of Peru is an upper-middle-income country on the western coast of South
America, ranked 89 out of 189 countries in the UN Human Development Index (HDI).
The country, with an estimated population of 32.5 million, managed to reduce poverty
levels significantly between 2006 and 2012 thanks to the surge of its mineral exports,
but the trend has stalled in recent years. Children in the rural areas of the country are
the most affected as they represent 60% of the population living in poverty. Rural areas
are penalized due to only 5S3% of the population having access to drinking water, much
lower than in the capital which stands at 83%. Between 2002 and 2013, Peru was one of
the fastest-growing countries in Latin America, with an average GDP growth rate of 6.1
percent annually. However, the GDP growth slowed to an average rate of 3% between
2014 and 2017 and raised to 3.7% in 2018. The benefits in the country are not equally
redistributed within the society and inequalities keep widening between the large cities
and rural areas, where only 44.6% of students finish high school.

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PHILIPPINES

Despite the generally strong economic performance over the past decade, poverty
remains persistent in the Philippines. According to the latest data, more than one-fifth

of Filipinos (22 million people) live below the national poverty line. The poorest Filipinos
are largely living in rural, remote areas and often depend on agriculture as laborers or
smallholder producers, engaged in seasonal, low-paying jobs or are self-employed. They
often reside in areas that are prone to natural disasters or conflict. Although education
of the entire population has improved over the past several decades, the poor remain
excluded, particularly at the post-primary levels. According to a 2018 report by the World
Bank, secondary enrollment is low and drop-out rates remain high among the poor
beyond primary level.

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RWANDA

In Rwanda, 64% of the population is under age 25, and as much as 69% of youth are
unemployed or underemployed. Moreover, 82% of those employed nationwide are self-
employed or working in family firms. This high share of self-employment demonstrates
that salaried jobs are scarce, and suggests that there is a major opportunity for improving
the prospects of youth through entrepreneurship. For those who are seeking employment,
Rwanda’s National Employment Policy reports that at least 70% of job seekers are not
qualified for the kinds of jobs they seek or meet the standards demanded by employers.

SAINT VINCENT AND

THE GRENADINES

Saint Vincent and the Grenadines (SVG), a small island developing state (SIDS), is an
archipelago in the Eastern Caribbean. In 2015, the government of SVG signed on to

the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) recognizing the transformational potential

of the SDGs and has set about implementing different programs to attain them. The
harsh topography and terrain of St Vincent and the Grenadines has resulted in the rise

of the number of villages and settlements that are located in remote areas. This is in
addition to the increased migrations from rural to urban areas which contributed to the
development of informal settlements that are not well connected to the existing road
network. Moreover, climate change has exacerbated the vulnerability of communities, with
increased year-round rainfall that results in swamps and limits inter-village connectivity.
This is why there is a very limited access to schools, health care facilities and other services
which causes significant disruptions to education, livelihood and economic growth.
Although there is a policy of universal access to primary and secondary education in the
country, assessments conducted by the Zero Hunger Trust Fund (ZHTF) reveal that some
challenges exist with regard to the quality of education.

These include regional disparities in school enrollment and completion,
low levels of learning outcomes, outdated curricula and pedagogical methods and poor
learning conditions.

Another major challenge is the linguistic barriers, which have contributed to the high
dropout and repetition rates, as well as low exam performance and illiteracy that have
stunted the academic development of the Senegalese youth.

Formal curriculum is based on French despite the fact that a majority of children do not
have a basic grasp of the language and speak one of the 27 local dialects spoken all over
Senegal.

Dubai Cares has been organizing various community-based back to school initiatives

that aim to provide better access and learning opportunities for school children around
the developing world. In 2019, around 2,000 volunteers participated in a four day event
during the holy month of Ramadan to pack 50,000 school bags with essential stationaries
and learning kits to be distributed to school children who are unable to afford basic school
supplies, of which 30,000 bags are being distributed in over 700 primary schools in the
Kaolack region in Senegal.

Sri Lanka has experienced a sustained period of economic growth despite suffering over « Investing in research to develop simple methods of delivering the five reading skills to
25 years of armed conflict that ended in 20089. In 2017, the government launched its teachers on a large scale, achieving maximum impact with minimum time and cost
Vision 2025 to strengthen democracy and reconciliation, inclusive and equitable growth, requirement

and to ensure good governance. Despite Sri Lanka's encouraging economic growth and + Embedding reading expertise throughout the education system to ensure teachers are
the government’s commitment for reforms, many challenges remain. Pockets of extreme supported to teach reading, and that children’s reading is consistently tracked

poverty still exist across Sri Lanka, with some sectors of society marginalized due to their
ethnicity, historical circumstances and geographic isolation.

The global education movement's efforts to achieve education for all and the United Nations
Millennium Development Goal 2 concerning universal primary education by 2015 have both
made a tremendous difference in Sri Lanka.

Millions of children previously denied education are now in school. However, recent studies
indicate that while more children are going to school, millions of girls and boys reach Grade
S still unable to read or write.

TAJIKISTAN

The Repubilic of Tajikistan is a country of 9.3 million people in Central Asia that gained
independence from the former Soviet Union in 1991 and plunged into civil war from
1992 to 1997. The World Bank estimates up to S7% of the working age population is not
engaged in the workforce and that only 5.6% of adults in Tajikistan work in the formal
private sector. An estimated 1.8 million people are neither employed nor in school, of
which 40% are young people between 15 and 24 years old.

The program is tackling widespread youth unemployment in the Republic of Tajikistan

The program is providing life and work readiness skills, vocational training as well

as business development support. Moreover, it engages the private sector, national
government and non-government stakeholders in order to encourage local sustainable
practices in the long term.




TANZANIA

According to the most recent UN Human Development Index, Tanzania (of which

Zanzibar is a semi-autonomous region) ranks 154 out of 189 countries. The country faces
continuous economic and educational challenges, especially in its underserved rural areas.
In Zanzibar, poverty affects around 30% of the population, and over 340,000 children

are still out of school despite government efforts. A recent UNICEF report notes that
currently 58% of children aged S years are not attending pre-primary or primary schools
in Zanzibar. More concerning than the lack of physical space is the significant shortage of
qualified pre-primary teachers able to deliver age-appropriate teaching and learning.

Dubai Cares has been organizing various community-based back to school initiatives

that aim to provide better access and learning opportunities for school children around
the developing world. In 2019, around 2,000 volunteers participated in a four day event
during the holy month of Ramadan to pack 50,000 school bags with essential stationaries
and learning kits were distributed to school children who are unable to afford basic school
supplies, of which 20,000 bags were distributed in 27 primary schools on the islands of
Unguja and Pemba in Zanzibar, Tanzania.

UGANDA

With the progress achieved in universal primary education, the issue of quality of
education remains a great concern in Uganda. More than two out of three pupils enrolled
at Grade 2 level fail to pass basic tests in English, local languages, or Math. Growing
evidence indicates that teachers make the biggest in-school difference to whether
children learn. In Uganda, around 25% of teachers are absent on any given day and less
than S0% of their time is actually spent on teaching.

Furthermore, though youth employment (15 to 24 years of age) in Uganda remains lower
than its neighbors at just 5%, the high population growth rate of 3.2% annually means that
more and more young people will be in need of education and employment opportunities
in the coming years.

A Story from Uganda

Dubai Cares reaches out to schoolchildren in
Northern Ugcmda through the construction of new
classroom blocks and latrines

Maugiji lll Primary School has one of the highest student populations in Adjumani district,
with 2,749 students currently enrolled. Children attending the school come from 14
different tribal groups which from time to time causes tension. Prior to the start of the
Dubai Cares project, students attended class in temporary classrooms which were
congested or under trees and had access to limited latrines. Adam William Amuku
stated 'l started studying at this school in P.2. under the trees, with almost no latrines.
If | needed to use the latrine | would have to run because we had to line up to enter
latrines at school which takes time and yet lessons would start'.

Over crowdedness at the school resulted in many arguments and fights breaking out
amongst the children. In 2017, a fight between two children in a class resulted in the
death of one boy and sparked a tribal conflict in the communities leading to destruction
of properties near the school. During this conflict, Adam, who is an unaccompanied
child and lives with his two siblings, lost his home and his belongings, including school
supplies. Interventions under the Dubai Cares project supported Adam in replacing
school materials lost and Plan International referred his case to a partner organization
who supports with shelters and Adam was able to receive a new home for him and his
siblings.

Adam has been immensely grateful for the Dubai Cares project and stated ‘There was
no existing clubs at school where we could talk about issues and children used to fight a
lot. In the GEM clubs we always debate on peace and do activities that bring all children
from many tribes together. Dubai Cares has helped us by giving us books, pens, pencils,
mathematical sets, formed GEM club and trained us on issues affecting children and
constructed for us 3 classrooms which accommodate all the P3 pupils and built for us
separate latrines for boys and girls. We also now have a school library and can borrow
text books to read at our own time.”

Impact:

The Dubai Cares project has solved a number of challenges at Maaji Il P/S by fencing
the school for safety, provided pupils with scholastic materials and textbooks to
support their education and provided hygiene kits for adolescent boys and dignity kits
for adolescent girls to support hygiene management. Coming from a child headed
household, Adam had challenges in acquiring scholastic materials and hence had to
skip school some days which affected his performance. “Sometimes | had to miss school
when | didn't have supplies like books because | would have nowhere to write and then

I lost all my materials when my house was burned, but under the Dubai Cares project

| received materials like books, pencils, pens, mathematical sets every term. | attend
regularly now school and my performance has improved. | have passed to primary seven
class and want to study very hard and join secondary school.”

One of the key impacts the project has made is reducing tension amongst students from
different tribal groups at school. The construction of new classroom blocks and latrines
has ensured that all students can be comfortably accommodated for lessons and they
have access to safe and private latrines which are separate for boys, girls and teachers.
This has resulted in less tensions and fighting amongst the students. The establishment
and training of GEM club members has supported girls and boys to participate in
making decisions on matters that directly affect them in the school and thus promoting
their rights to education. The club has not only enabled children to participate in

school decision making but also built their confidence and self-esteem and opened up
discussion on respecting people of different diversities and from different tribes.

Adam recalled how he would feel out of place before he joined the GEM club “In the
settlement, my tribe has very few people, so | did not have friends at school because
children usually move with their tribe mates. | used to feel out of place but when the GEM
club was established | joined and made new friends and | have learnt very many things
but important of all is to respect the different tribes”.

The school administration was also very appreciative of the project intervention and
how project activities have supported easing tensions in the settlement “The situation
has changed a lot, you cannot compare it to how it was before the Dubai Cares project
came. With the huge support from Dubai Cares, we have realized better performance
from the children, seen children and parents getting along better and we remain

grateful for the support.”







VANUATU

According to the 2013 figures from the Vanuatu’s Ministry of Education and Training
(MOoET), 63.1% of children are enrolled in pre-school. However, nearly half of these children
are over-aged, enrolling at the age of S years old or above, leaving a significant number of
pre-school aged children without the benefit of early childhood education services.

After the tropical cyclone “Pam” that hit the country in early 2015, more than 50% of the
557 early childhood education centers sustained significant damages, reducing even
further the access to young children.

VIETNAM

Vietnam is a lower-middle income country of over 95 million people (2017) in the
easternmost part of the Indochina peninsula, and one of the most impoverished in the
world. It is ranked 116* out of 189 countries in the latest UNDP’s Human Development Index.
Vietnam faces education challenges after decades of war and economic hardship. The
average literacy rate stands at over 95% but the culture of reading is not prevalent, due to
the lack of libraries in primary schools and low access to appropriate books for children.

The program is supporting the government in increasing the number of child-friendly
libraries across the country. The program seeks to establish 320 libraries in 18 districts
and publish S new book titles in Vietnamese. The program is part of a long-standing
partnership with Room to Read, whose early-grade literacy program was selected as

a 2018 Goalkeepers Accelerator, the multiyear campaign from the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation to accelerate progress towards the UN Sustainable Development Goals. Dubai
Cares is supporting the government replication and scale-up of the promising program

in Vietnam. Dubai Cares’ support also allows Room to Read to establish “demonstration
libraries” that will be replicated by the government in priority areas, in partnership with
the Ministry of Education and Training (MoET).

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WEST AFRICA

West Africa is the most populated sub-region in sub-Saharan Africa with 368 million.

It is a region facing extreme levels of vulnerability, affected by climate unpredictability,
food insecurity, and tensions or conflicts. It is one of the poorest regions in the world,

and economic growth rates have been insufficient in most countries to make significant
reductions in poverty. Education in this region faces a lot of challenges with more than
half of the young population in this region is out-of-school and lacks basic education, and
vocational skills.

ZIMBABWE

Inadequate and unsafe sanitation facilities in schools, combined with insufficient
menstrual hygiene materials, fear of menstrual accidents and limited access to extra
uniforms, lead to girls missing up to 20% of the school year in Zimbabwe. The lack of
access to WASH infrastructure and resources is coupled with a lack of sufficient and
accurate information about menstruation. As of 2013, only 52% of Zimbabwean schools
had a clean water supply, and 43% had improved sanitation facilities. Menstruation is a
taboo subject in Zimbabwe, and girls find it difficult to access accurate information.

that encourages primary school-aged children to practice and promote healthy water,
sanitation, and hygiene behaviors. WASH UP! teaches good water practices, safe latrine
use, proper hand washing, personal hygiene and food hygiene behaviors, and more,
empowering children to be agents of change in their homes, schools, and communities.
